Why Are the Option Buttons Not
Displaying in My Survey?

Alchemer surveys use custom icons for radio button and checkboxes. These icons are more
modern and easier to see and select than the default browser input icons. Unfortunately,
respondents using Internet Explorer with high-security settings may not be able to see these
custom icons. If you have concerns that your audience is in a highly-managed environment
(hospitals are a good example) or if you are getting reports from survey respondents that they
cannot answer your survey, set up your survey to use default icons.
