Embed Types

HTML Embed

Our HTML Embed includes the HTML code for the first page of your survey to paste on your
website. The survey respondent is then redirected to www.alchemer.com once the respondent
submits the first page (at this time the redirect does not support private domains). Learn more in
our HTML Embed Tutorial.

Iframe Embed

Use the Iframe Embed to embed a survey into your website/blog within an isolated frame. This
method gives you control over the height and width in the actual embed code. It is our most
reliable method for displaying a survey on your website.

When should | use an Iframe Embed?

e |f you wish to preserve your survey's styles the [frame is your best option.
e |f you need to control the height and width of the embed.

JavaScript Embed
The Javascript Embed will embed your survey using JavaScript code. If you don't like the isolated
frame that displays with the [frame Embed, then this is the embed for you!

When should | use a JavaScript Embed?

e [f you wish to have you survey inherit the styles of your website, the JavaScript embed is the

Website Pop-Up
A Website Pop-Up creates a pop-up window asking the visitor if they would like to take a survey.

A 'yes' continues to the survey and a 'no' closes the window. This pop-up is triggered each time
the web page is loaded. Learn more in our \Website Pop-up Tutorial.

Compatibility
e The survey counter merge code is not compatible with embedded surveys.
e Private Domains are not compatible with JavaScript and HTML embedded surveys, however,
the survey URL bar (and thus survey link) is not visible to your survey respondents.
o A Webhook GET call is not compatible with prepopulating a survey in a JavaScript Embed.
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
